Many have asked if I would include more spiritual,
theological or biblical documents/insights, in order to connect us
with the universal Church and our local Church, the Green Bay
Diocese.

Next week our Church begins the Season Advent. Together, we
will journey through the Gospel of Matthew. Matthew, once a
despised tax collector, experienced a profound conversion when
Jesus called him to follow. This intentional invitation marked a
turning point in his life, opening his heart to God's mercy and
love.

Un Rey "Perdedor"

Lucas 23, 35-43. Solemnidad Cristo Rey Ciclo C.

Con este domingo llegamos al final del ciclo liturgico. El Gltimo domingo de cada afio, la Iglesia
cierra con broche de oro el ciclo ordinario con la fiesta de Cristo Rey. Y el prédximo domingo
iniciaremos nuestra preparacion para la venida del Sefior en la Navidad: el adviento.

Hoy celebramos la solemnidad de Jesucristo, Rey del universo. Lo confesamos supremo Sefior
del cielo y de la tierra, de la Iglesia y de nuestras almas. Pero es “escandaloso” el modo como
ejerce su realeza. Todos los reyes de este mundo mantienen su reinado con la fuerza de las
armas, y ostentan el esplendor de su riqueza y de su poder. Como que es algo connatural a su
condicion y a su nobleza. Pero creo que nunca han existido, ni existirdn jamas sobre la faz de la
tierra, reyes,” pobres” o” débiles”. Serian victimas faciles de sus enemigos, que usurparian su
trono sin ninguin género de escripulos. Esa ha sido la ley de vida a lo largo de toda la historia de la humanidad.

Jesucristo es Rey. Pero un rey muy distinto. Es un rey sin armas, sin palacios, sin tronos, sin honores; un rey sin ejército y sin
soldados. Un rey que ejerce su poder Unicamente con la fuerza del amor, del perddn, de la humildad y de la mansedumbre. Un
rey que no atropella ni violenta a nadie, y que no impone su yugo o su ley por capricho. El que lo acepte como rey, debe acogerlo
libremente y abrazar su misma “légica”, que es la del amor y del perddn.

Cristo es si podemos hablar asi un rey débil porque El mismo quiso escoger la debilidad para redimirnos. Donde estd la cruz, no
hay lugar para los signos de la fuerza. No recuerdo dénde lei esta frase, pero es totalmente cierta. Cristo es Rey. Pero no tiene
armas. Las armas las tienen sus enemigos. Cuando Pilato, antes de condenarlo a muerte, le preguntd si era rey, Jesus le dio una
respuesta desconcertante: Mi reino no es de este mundo. Si mi reino fuera de este mundo, mis ministros habrian luchado para
que no fuese entregado en manos de los judios; pero mi reino no es de aqui (Jn 19, 36). Palabras misteriosas, pero
profundamente reveladoras.

Cristo es rey. Pero no segun los cadnones y criterios de este mundo. Su soberania es la del amor, de la justicia y de la paz. Su trono
es una cruz; su cetro, una cafia con la que le golpean la cabeza; su corona, una corona de espinas. Su reino es para los pobres 'y
humildes de corazdn, para los mansos, los pacificos y los misericordiosos; para los perseguidos por la verdad y la justicia. Su
programa de vida se resume en el Sermdn de la montanfa, en las bienaventuranzas y el mandamiento de la caridad. Sus subditos y
sus amigos predilectos son los pobres y pecadores; sus compafieros de destino, los malhechores, como ese buen ladréon que
encontramos en el evangelio de hoy.

Los judios y los principes de los sacerdotes que ultrajan a Cristo crucificado hablan un lenguaje de poder y lo desafian a que
demuestre su fuerza bajando de la cruz: Si de verdad es el Hijo de Dios, que baje de la cruz, que se salve a si mismo. Y lo mismo le
dice el otro de los ladrones crucificados con El. Pero Jests no hace caso. Su fuerza es el perdén, el amor y la misericordia. Y asi lo
descubre ese buen ladrén.

En efecto, este buen hombre que, a pesar de haber sido un malhechor toda su vida supo demostrar su nobleza de alma en el
momento supremo de su existencia y pudo reconocer en Jesus al Mesias y al Salvador del mundo. Este no le pide a Jesus que lo
ponga a salvo y que lo libere de los dolores corporales; pero con su fe alcanza de Cristo la salvacién completa de su almay el
premio del paraiso.

Otra vez vemos a Cristo, como en el caso de Zaqueo, rodedandose de amigos poco recomendables. Pero Cristo vino a salvarnos a
todos, comenzando por los pecadores. Y sélo si nos reconocemos necesitados de la gracia, como el buen ladrén, seremos dignos
de participar en el Reino eterno de Jesucristo.

jQué afortunado este buen ladrén! jEn el dltimo instante de su vida supo robarle a Cristo también el cielo! Pero mas que robo, se
trata de un regalo maravilloso e inmerecido de la misericordia de Dios. Asi es JesUs. Su corazdn es infinito porque es el corazén de
un Dios, de un Padre con entrafias de ternura y de compasion.

Para eso vino a este mundo y para eso se encarnd. Por eso estd en la cruz con los brazos abiertos: para acogernos siempre, sin
condiciones. Lo Unico que espera de nosotros es nuestra confianza, nuestro arrepentimiento y el abandono total en sus manos.

Ojala que este dia de Cristo Rey, también nosotros queramos aceptar la soberania de Jesucristo y le proclamemos Sefior de
nuestras vidas volviendo a El de todo corazdn, y haciendo que muchos otros hombres y mujeres, comenzando por los que viven a
nuestro lado, se acerquen al amor misericordioso de nuestro Redentor. jVenga a nosotros tu Reino, Sefior!
