“chiller” that cools the buildings can no longer be repaired, but must be replaced, at a cost of

this need. There is a 16 week lead time before it can be installed. May the old chiller last the
summer!

Finally, many thanks to all who prayed and/or made gifts to the one by One campaign to benefit
the building of Roncalli Catholic Elementary School as well as our parish Capital Improvement
Fund and the future of Faith Formation and our young adult ministry. I will share a new total as
soon as I know it! Even though the one by One Campaign in which every parish in the diocese has
participated, is officially over, gifts are still being given to the parish and the school. We have raised
over $200,000 for our parish goals and $300,000 for our school, with almost $14 million dollars
raised.

Yet our journey is not complete until the much needed Roncalli Elementary School is built. The
school is bursting at the seams! May we keep praying for success in this Leap of Faith! Be assured
that many, many groups and individuals are being contacted to help: Roncalli alumni and other
generous donors who are able to make a legacy gift, that is, a once-in-a-lifetime gift to build on the
foundation started by past generations who provided for us, as we now provide an opportunity for
future families.

En todo, en lo bueno y en lo malo, la mano de Dios va obrando a
nuestro favor.

¢éTe has preguntado alguna vez qué quiere Dios con una enfermedad
que se te vino encima? ¢Alguna vez le has preguntado al Sefior en qué
te beneficid un viaje que no pudiste hacer? Hay tantas cosas que
suceden en nuestra vida que las vemos como desgracias, y Dios, por el
contrario, esta dandonos a través de ellas una oportunidad para algo
mejor. Ahora bien, esas cosas que no nos gustan, pero que casi siempre
son inevitables, si ya estan ahi, de nosotros depende dejarnos dominar
por ellas y caer en la depresidn, o sacar fuerza y «fortalecernos» mas
superandolas. Cada experiencia negativa deberia darnos mas fuerza
para seguir adelante. Un obstaculo superado es una experiencia
acumulada a nuestro favor, para arremeter contra cualquier adversidad
gue se nos ponga en el camino de nuestra vida.

Y si somos tan fragiles a la hora de enfrentar nuestros pequefos o
grandes problemas, ¢ No sera que crecimos flojos por el tipo de
educacion que recibimos?

Veamos esta historia, y luego la aplicaremos también a la forma en que
nosotros vamos creando a nuestros hijos. No veas en los obstaculos una
fuente de problemas, descubre en ellos la oportunidad de superarte y
enfréntalos con valentia. Un dia, una pequefia abertura aparecié en un
capullo; un hombre se sentd y observé a la mariposa por varias horas,
mientras ella se esforzaba para hacer que su cuerpo pasase a través de
aquel pequefio agujero.

En tanto, parecia que ella habia dejado de hacer cualquier progreso.
Parecia que habia hecho todo lo que podia, pero no conseguia
agrandarlo. Entonces el hombre decidié ayudar a la mariposa: el tomé
una tijera y abrié el capullo. La mariposa pudo salir facilmente, pero su
cuerpo estaba marchito, era pequefio y tenia las alas arrugadas.

El hombre siguid observandola porque esperaba que, en cualquier
momento, las alas se abrieran y estirasen para ser capaces de soportar
el cuerpo, y que éste se hiciera firme.

Moraleja
Lo que el hombre, en su gentileza y su voluntad de ayudar no
comprendia, era que el capullo apretado y el esfuerzo necesario para
que la mariposa pasara a través de la pequeiia abertura, era la forma en
que Dios hacia que el fluido del cuerpo de la mariposa, fuese a sus alas,
de tal modo que ella estaria lista para volar, una vez que se hubiese
liberado del capullo.

Algunas veces, el esfuerzo es exactamente lo que necesitamos en
nuestra vida. Si Dios nos permitiese pasar por nuestras vidas sin
encontrar ningun obstdculo, nos dejaria limitados. No lograriamos ser
tan fuertes como podriamos haber sido. Nunca podriamos volar.
Lamentablemente en muchos paises estamos creando nuevas
generaciones «flojas», «atrofiadas», porque a los nifios se les da
demasiada sobreproteccidn, sin dejarles que desarrollen esa capacidad
de defenderse de las adversidades. En esto nos llevan mucha ventaja
los hermanos campesinos. La gente del campo si que deja a los nifios
desarrollar su instinto de sobrevivencia, que no implica tampoco
desprotegerlos y abandonarlos a que se defiendan de lo indefendible
por su edad. Pero demasiada sobreproteccion va creando nuevas
generaciones que no saben defenderse, porque no hicieron el esfuerzo
suficiente en su infancia para poder volar. Sus alas no tienen fuerza
porque los adultos hicieron todo por ellos, sin dejarlos desarrollar
habilidades propias de un ser humano.

Cuando desde la infancia el nifio va aprendiendo a esquivar obstéculos,
su fuerza fisica y sicoldgica en su edad adulta es mucho mas fuerte para
enfrentar la vida venga como venga.

Dios, en su sabiduria, permite que las adversidades vengan a nosotros
para fortalecer nuestra fe y nuestro espiritu y confianza en él.

Este
esafio ambiental tiene dimensiones morales y éticas fundamentales que no pueden ser ignoradas. “...Una vez que comenzamos a
pensar en el tipo de mundo que le estamos dejando a las generaciones futuras, vemos las cosas de manera diferente; nos damos
cuenta de que el mundo es un regalo que hemos recibido gratuitamente y que debemos compartir con los demas. Dado que el mundo
nos ha sido dado, ya no podemos ver la realidad de una manera puramente utilitaria, en la que la eficiencia y la productividad estan
totalmente orientadas a nuestro beneficio individual. La solidaridad intergeneracional no es opcional, sino una cuestion basica de
justicia, ya que el mundo que hemos recibido pertenece también a los que nos seguiran.” (Papa Francisco, Sobre el cuidado de
nuestra casa comun)

Con nuestros edificios con mas de 20 afios de antigiiedad, algo esta destinado a desgastarse. En este caso, nuestro "enfriador" que
mantiene frio los edificios ya no puede ser reparado, sino que debe ser reemplazado, a un costo de $70,000. Tenga en cuenta que
cubriremos este costo con nuestras donaciones entregadas a One by One Campaign, $100,000 designados para el fondo de mejoras
de capital. GRACIAS por estos regalos que atenderan a esta necesidad. Hay un plazo de entrega de 16 semanas antes de que se
pueda instalar. jojala que el viejo enfriador dure todo el verano!

Finalmente, muchas gracias a todos los que oraron y/o hicieron donaciones a la campafia uno por uno para beneficiar la construccion
de la Escuela Primaria Catolica Roncalli, asi como el Fondo de Mejoras de Capital de nuestra parroquia y el futuro de la Formaciéon
en la Fe y nuestro ministerio de adultos jovenes. jCompartiré un nuevo total tan pronto como lo sepa! Aunque la campafia uno por
uno en la que han participado todas las parroquias de la didcesis ha terminado oficialmente, todavia se estan dando regalos a la
parroquia y la escuela. Hemos recaudado mas de $200,000 para nuestras metas parroquiales y $300,000 para nuestra escuela, con
casi $14 millones de dolares recaudados.

Sin embargo, nuestro viaje no estara completo hasta que se construya la tan necesaria Escuela Primaria Roncalli.
iLa escuela estd a punto de estallar! jQue sigamos orando por el éxito en este Salto de Fe! Tenga la seguridad de
que muchos, muchos grupos e individuos estan siendo contactados para ayudar: ex alumnos de Roncalli y otros
donantes generosos que pueden hacer una donacion heredada, es decir, una donacion tnica en la vida para construir
sobre la base iniciada por el pasado generaciones que nos proveyeron, como ahora brindamos una oportunidad para
futuras familias. {Por favor ore y considere hacer un regalo que hara la diferencia por generaciones!
