Afirman los biblistas que uno de los temas mds sobresalientes de todo el evangelio de Lucas es el de oracion. Y es verdad. Quiza
mas que los otros tres, el evangelista médico nos presenta esta faceta de la personalidad de Jesucristo. Y abundan también las
ensefianzas de nuestro Sefior sobre este argumento.

Hace algunos meses reflexiondbamos en el Padrenuestro, en la parabola del amigo inoportuno y en la exhortacion de Jesus a la
oracion confiada y perseverante al Padre celestial. Y ahora vuelve nuevamente sobre el tema en este domingo, hablandonos de la
pardbola del juez inicuo y de la viuda.

Es muy interesante lo que nos dice el mismo san Lucas al inicio de esta exhortacion: Jesus nos refiere para explicar a los discipulos
como tenian que orar siempre sin desanimarse, les propuso esta parabola. El objetivo estd bastante claro: quiere ensefiarnos a
orar siempre y con perseverancia, y a no cansarnos ante las dificultades, incluso cuando parezca que Dios no escucha nuestras
plegarias.

Esta historia resulta bastante sugerente. Nuestro Sefior nos presenta a un juez inicuo, sin escripulos, despreocupado, injusto y sin
ningun temor de Dios ni de los hombres. Y habia también una pobre viuda, que acudia a él con frecuencia y le pedia que le hiciera
justicia. El juez, altanero e irresponsable, al principio se negd y le dio largas al asunto. jTotal, se trata de una pobre mujer, y
ademas viuda! tal vez pensaria ese juez injusto. En Israel, como en todo el antiguo Oriente, los huérfanos y las viudas eran el
simbolo de la debilidad, pues no contaban con un padre o un esposo que pudiera protegerlos y velar por ellos. Tal vez por eso
aquel juez se sentia seguro en su indolencia.

Sin embargo, aquella mujer le seguia insistiendo. Y es impresionante la descripcion que nos hace Jesus de ese juez: Aunque ni
temo a Dios ni me importan los hombres se dijo como esa viuda me esta fastidiando, le haré justicia, no vaya a acabar pegandome
en la cara. Y es el mismo Sefior quien pondera la actitud y la respuesta de este desalmado. Y enseguida viene la pregunta y la
aplicacidn de Jesus: pues Dios, éno hard justicia a sus elegidos que le gritan de dia y de noche? éo les dard largas? Os digo que les
hard justicia sin tardar. Estd claro que Dios escuchara nuestras plegarias sélo si nosotros somos perseverantes y no nos cansamos
de presentarle nuestras peticiones. Por supuesto que Dios no se identifica, absolutamente, con ese juez. La parabola nos
impresiona por el contraste: si aquél, siendo tan canalla, atiende a la viuda porque se lo pide hasta hartarlo, ¢como no hara caso
nuestro Padre celestial a las suplicas que le dirigimos, si El es infinitamente bueno y generoso?

Pero cabria ahora preguntarnos si nosotros, efectivamente,
somos perseverantes en la oracién, o si desistimos después de
dos o tres intentos. Se cuenta que un joven sacerdote que
trabajaba en una parroquia cercana a Ars, fue un dia a
desfogarse con el santo Cura y a expresarle toda su amargura
porque, no obstante, todo el trabajo pastoral que realizaba, sélo
veia escasos frutos en las almas. Y se lamentd: jHe hecho todo
lo posible, pero no veo ningun fruto! A lo cual, el cura de Ars le
respondid: ¢Has hecho realmente todo lo posible? ¢De verdad
rezas con toda el alma a Dios? ¢Has pasado noches en oracién
pidiendo al buen Dios que te ayude?
