Meditacion del Papa Francisco

Pensemos en el episodio de los discipulos de Emaus. Es necesario saber entrar en didlogo con los hombres y las mujeres de
hoy para entender sus expectativas, sus dudas, sus esperanzas, y poder ofrecerles el Evangelio, es decir Jesucristo, Dios
hecho hombre, muerto y resucitado para liberarnos del pecado y de la muerte. Este desafio requiere profundidad, atencién
a la vida, sensibilidad espiritual. Dialogar significa estar convencidos de que el otro tiene algo bueno que decir, acoger su
punto de vista, sus propuestas. Dialogar no significa renunciar a las propias ideas y tradiciones, sino a la pretension de que
sean Unicas y absolutas.

Que la imagen del buen samaritano que venda las heridas del hombre apaleado, versando sobre ellas aceite y vino, nos
sirva como guia. Que nuestra comunicacién sea aceite perfumado para el dolor y vino bueno para la alegria. Que nuestra
luminosidad no provenga de trucos o efectos especiales, sino de acercarnos, con amor y con ternura, a quien
encontramos herido en el camino. No tengan miedo de hacerse ciudadanos del mundo digital. El interés y la presencia de
la Iglesia en el mundo de la comunicacién son importantes para dialogar con el hombre de hoy y llevarlo al encuentro con
Cristo: una Iglesia que acompana en el camino sabe ponerse en camino con todos.» (Mensaje del Papa Francisco para la
XLVIIl Jornada Mundial de las Comunicaciones Sociales, junio de 2014).

Reflexion

El Gltimo capitulo del "Evangelio de la misericordia” nos narra un acontecimiento que se ha repetido en prosay en cantos,
que ha inspirado a las obras de arte mds conocidas, que ha suscitado conversiones e inspirado a los cristianos en el
camino a la santidad.

Comienza con dos discipulos desencantados, que estdn abandonando la causa por la cual, tres anos antes, habian
dejado todo. Pero ahora, después de tres dias de esperar al Maestro en el que habian creido, se habian convencido de su
tonteria, y partian para tratar de reconstruir las vidas que habian dejado atrds. En un fin de semana se les habia escapado
el Unico ideal que habia llenado sus corazones jovenes.

En su camino se les aparece Cristo, pero aunque lo veian, algo les impedia reconocerle. Aqui nos tenemos que preguntar,
épor qué? ¢Por qué no reconocen su rostro después de haberlo seguido por tres anos? ¢Por qué no reconocen su voz
después de haber dejado todo el dia que escucharon su llamada? ¢Por qué no reconocen sus palabras después de
haberlo oido predicar?

Tal vez es porque, como ellos mismos admiten, El ha desilusionado las esperanzas que tenian, de que El fuera el libertador
de la nacién de Israel. El obstéculo no es que no tengan a Jesus al lado, caminando con ellos, es que ellos esperan ver a
alguien diferente. Asi nunca verdn a JesuUs, por mds claro que se les aparezca. jLa esperanza que ellos habian tenido,
pequena y a su medida, no les deja aceptar la gloria y el gozo de la resurreccion!

Pero JesUs no los deja alejarse. Quiere conquistdrselos para siempre. Hace la finta de seguir adelante para que lo inviten a
cenar. Y ahi, en la intimidad de un pequeno cuarto, se les revela al entregarse en la Eucaristia. Euféricos, corren hasta
Jerusalén bajo la luz de las estrellas. jHa resucitado, y vive con ellos para siempre! Se dejaron conquistar por la esperanza
que les ofrece JesUs, y en la Eucaristia lo llevan consigo para siempre.
