St. Francis Xavier Cabrini

The youngest of thirteen children, Frances Cabrini was born on
July 15, 1850 in a small village called S’ant Angelo Lodigiano near
the city of Milan, Italy. She grew up enthralled by the stories of

missionaries and made up her mind to join a religious order.
Because of her frail health, she was not permitted to join the
Daughters of the Sacred Heart who had been her teachers and
under whose guidance she obtained her teaching certificate.

However, in 1880, with seven young women, Frances founded the
Institute of the Missionary Sisters of the Sacred Heart of Jesus. She

was as resourceful as she was prayerful, finding people who would donate what she
needed in money, time, labor and support. She and her sisters wanted to be
missionaries in China; she visited Rome to obtain an audience with Pope Leo XIII. The
Pope told Frances to go “nof to the East, but to the West”to New York rather than to
China as she had expected. She was to help the thousands of Italian immigrants
already in the United States.
In 1889, New York seemed to be filled with chaos and poverty, and into this new
world stepped Mother Frances Cabrini and her sister companions. Cabrini organized

catechism and education classes for the Italian immigrants and provided for the needs

of the many orphans. She established schools and orphanages despite tremendous

odds.

Soon, requests for her to open schools came to Frances Cabrini from all over the
world. She traveled to Europe, Central and South America and throughout the United
States. She made 23 trans-Atlantic crossings and established 67 institutions: schools,
hospitals and orphanages.
Her activity was relentless until her death. On December 22, 1917, in Chicago, she
died. In 1946, she was canonized a saint by Pope Pius XII in recognition of her
holiness and service to mankind and was named Patroness of Immigrants in 1950.

Del santo Evangelio segun san Mateo 25, 1-13.
En aquel tiempo, Jesus dijo a sus discipulos esta parabola: "El
Reino de los cielos es semejante a diez jovenes, que, tomando
sus lamparas, salieron al encuentro del esposo. Cinco de ellas
eran descuidadas y cinco, previsoras. Las descuidadas llevaron
sus lamparas, pero no llevaron aceite para llenarlas de nuevo,
las previsoras, en cambio, llevaron cada una un frasco de aceite
Junto con su lampara. Como el esposo tardaba, les entro suenio a todas y se durmieron.
A medianoche se oyo un grito: ' Ya viene el esposo! jSalgan a su encuentro!’ Se
levantaron entonces todas aquellas jovenes y se pusieron a preparar sus lamparas, y las
descuidadas dijeron a las previsoras: 'Dennos un poco de su aceite, porque nuestras
lamparas se estan apagando'. Las previsoras les contestaron: 'No, porque no va a
alcanzar para ustedes y para nosotras. Vayan mejor a donde lo venden y comprenlo’.
Mientras aquéllas iban a comprarlo, llego el esposo, y las que estaban listas entraron
con él al banquete de bodas y se cerro la puerta. Mas tarde llegaron las otras jovenes y
dijeron: 'Sefior, serior, abrenos'. Pero él les respondio: 'Yo les aseguro que no las
conozco’. Estén pues, preparados, porque no saben ni el dia ni la hora". Palabra de
Dios
La lampara que tenemos, es la mejor. Cudntas veces uno se despista y vive en la
oscuridad. Y a veces unos se quieren poner a la luz del otro, como estas jovenes que
buscaron poner en sus lamparas el aceite de las otras. Pero cada uno tiene su luz. En cada
uno Dios ha dejado una luz particular, una luz que le hace ser ¢l mismo. Por eso, en el
Reino de los cielos cada uno tiene que ser ¢l mismo. Unas luces son mas fuertes, otras
mas débiles, otras cambian constantemente... Y asi podemos encontrar un sinfin de
luces como personas. Y cada uno tiene que cuidar y dar cuentas de esa luz que recibi6.
Porque esa lampara que Dios nos ha dado la tenemos que poner en el candelabro. Y
puede que a veces no me guste mi lampara, no me guste mi luz o gaste mi aceite. Puede
que a veces utilice mis cualidades para presumir o a veces quiera ocultar esa luz, esas
virtudes o defectos. Incluso a veces no quiero mi lampara. Pero esa lampara puede ser
fea, puede tener una luz muy tenue, puede que vea mas la oscuridad que la luz. Pero es la
luz que no me ha regalado Dios; es la luz que me acompafiara a lo largo de mi vida. Por
lo tanto, tengo que aceptarla. Y tengo que cuidarla. Y me puede pasar que piense que no
me va bien esta lampara. Quisiera otra mas o menos luminosa. Y siempre estoy
queriendo la vela o el aceite de los otros. Pero, en realidad, la lampara que tengo es la
mejor, jporque es mi lampara! Es un regalo de Dios. Lo importante es ver mi vida y mi
historia desde los ojos de Dios y no desde una mirada humana. He de elevar la mirada;
contemplar la maravillosa obra de Dios en mi vida y darle las gracias.
«La lampara, cuando comienza a debilitarse, tenemos que recargar la bateria. ;Cual es el
aceite del cristiano? ;Cual es la bateria del cristiano para producir la luz? Sencillamente
la oracion. Tu puedes hacer muchas cosas, muchas obras, incluso obras de misericordia,
puedes hacer muchas cosas grandes por la Iglesia —una universidad catdlica, un colegio,
un hospital...—, e incluso te haran un monumento de bienhechor de la Iglesia, pero si no
rezas todo esto no aportara luz. Cuantas obras se convierten en algo oscuro, por falta de
luz, por falta de oracion de corazony.
Reflexion: Como cuando un escalador se detiene para ver lorecorrido y para
contemplar la cima deseada y anhelada, asi también Dios nos concede a veces momentos
que son como esas paradas, y vemos lo recorrido en la vida y contemplamos la cima
deseada y anhelada: la eternidad. Y entendemos el sentido de la vida y se nos hacen
amargos todos los consuelos de la Tierra. En esta situacion estaban estas muchachas: el
Esposo deseado... jQué gozo!, jQué alegria vivir asi, esperando al Esposo! jComo si ya
tuvieran ganada la Cima! jComo les rebotaria el corazon a estas chicas!
iQué contentas estarian! Asi se encontraba Santa Teresita del Nifio Jesus cuando
descubri6 los primeros sintomas de su enfermedad que la llevaria a la muerte, escribe:
"jAh, mi alma se sinti6 henchida de gran consuelo! Estaba intimamente persuadida de
que Jesus (...) queria hacerme oir una primera llamada. Era como un dulce y Iejano
murmullo que me anunciaba la llegada del Esposo. (...) Gozaba por entonces de una fe
tan viva, tan clara, que el pensamiento del ciclo constituia toda mi
felicidad" (Manuscrito C, F. 5r-5v). Pero, asi como las virgenes se durmieron, el
caminante sigue caminando, a nosotros nos envuelve el remolino de la vida, y a Teresita
se le duerme la fe. (cfr Manuscrito C, 5v). {Qué, pues es lo que importa si hasta los
prudentes también se duermen? Tener encendidas nuestras lamparas y llevar el aceite
para alimentarlas. Digamos que la lampara es la vida, la Luz es la Vida de Gracia y el
aceite es la Caridad.
La vida lleva su rumbo sin preguntar, le damos la Luz de Cristo y comienza a brillar,
pero para que nunca de apague se necesita alimentarla con obras de caridad. Es asi como
nos va a reconocer el esposo: "En esto reconoceran que sois discipulos mios, si tenéis
amor los unos para con lo otros". "Entonces el Rey les dira: Venid, benditos de mi Padre,
(...)porque cuanto hicisteis con uno de estos pequeiios, conmigo lo hicisteis"
