Este mes estuvimos celebrando la asuncién de
Maria y la tradicion catélica seiala que,
terminado su peregrinar por la tierra, la Virgen
Maria fue llevada al cielo en cuerpo y alma.
Pero también indica que esto se dio varios
afios después de que Cristo subié al cielo.
¢Cudndo sucedié y qué edad tenia la Madre de

Este 2023 se cumplen 1620 afios de la muerte
de San Epifanio (310-403), obispo que nacié en
Judea (Tierra Santa) y que se convirtié en
defensor de la ortodoxia cristiana (recta
doctrina). Este gran apologeta abordé el tema
de la Asuncidn y sefialé que Maria vivié 24
anos mas después de la Ascensién de Cristo.

Para el santo, la Anunciaciéon-Encarnacion tuvo
lugar cuando la Virgen Maria contaba con 14
afios y dio a luz al tener 15. A partir de
entonces estuvo con su Hijo 33 afos, y luego
24 mas sin El, lo que da un total de 72 afios.
Es preciso hacer notar que la Sagrada
Escritura, basandose en el Salmo 90, entiende
que los 70 aifos de edad son un signo de
madurez de la vida humana. “Nuestra vida
dura apenas setenta afios, y ochenta, si
tenemos mas vigor...”, afirma el Salmo que se
cree es una oracion de Moisés.

Santiago de La Voragine, hay otros relatos que
indican que la Virgen Maria sélo estuvo 12
afios mas en la tierra luego de la Ascension de
Jesus, el tiempo que se considera que los
Apdstoles anunciaron la Buena Nueva por
Judea y sus alrededores.
