With many of us marked with ashes, we come to the
first Sunday of Lent, joining Jesus in the desert for a
time of purification, battle against temptations and
40 days of looking inside his inner room, his heart. |
found a meditation in a little text called The
Magnificat by Sister Mary David Totah, O.S.B. that |
feel will set the tone for our journey together. The key
word here is together. This sacred season is meant to
help us grow closer to God and to each other by
taking a fearless, moral self-inventory. | pray we have
the courage to do so, falling into the loving hands of
God! Here it is...

God’s Commandment: Receive Mercy, Give Mercy
Discouragement..springs from self-love and is a
rebellion against our littleness and poverty. We do
more harm to ourselves by yielding to
discouragement over our imperfections than by
falling through weakness, because we deprive
ourselves of the means of getting back up again.
Discouragement shows, too, how defective is our
trust in God. God comes to our help in proportion to
our confidence and littleness, measuring his gifts by
our trust. The Lord needs nothing but our humility and
confidence to work his miracles and marvels. Such
childlike trust makes us more apt for the working of
his consuming and transforming love.

God does not intend his mercy to stop with us as
individuals, however. We are to offer to others the
pardon we ourselves have received. Confronting our
own sinfulness is liberating, enabling us to put away
the mask of untruthfulness and to be fully ourselves
before God and those around us. It also means that
we are not scandalized by the weakness of others,
knowing that we share in it in a mysterious way
through our common humanity.

Christian love and forgiveness must be incarnated in
our daily lives and cannot remain in the realm of
theory. We are called to love the real people around
us who are not perfect, who may not be always
agreeable or likeable. Community and maturity
mean accepting each other's weaknesses and
oddities, everything that is a trial to our patience, that
produces frictions, conflicts. But it means accepting
these as Christ did in a redemptive (saving) way, as
a profound expression of the whole Paschal mystery,
Good Friday and Easter Sunday.

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Camino al Pie de la Cruz: 10 Cosas que Debemos Recordar durante la Cuaresma
Por.USCCB

El Obispo David L Ricken de Green Bay, Wisconsin, ex-presidente del
Comité para la Evangelizacién y la Catequesis nos ofrece “10 cosas
que debemos recordar en Cuaresma”:

Recordemos la formula. La Iglesia hace una buena labor captando ciertas verdades al utilizar listas y féormulas que son
faciles de recordar: 10 Mandamientos, 7 sacramentos, 3 personas en la Trinidad. Para la Cuaresma, la Iglesia nos da algo
como un eslogan —Oracién, Ayuno y Caridad— que son las tres cosas que debemos poner en prdctica durante este tiempo.

Es un tiempo de oracion. La Cuaresma es esencialmente un acto de oracion extendido a lo largo de 40 dias. Mientras
oramos, iniciamos un caminar, uno que esperamos nos adcerque mds a Cristo y obre en nosotros un cambio por nuestro
encuentro con él.

Es un tiempo de ayuno. Con los ayunos del Miércoles de Ceniza y del Viernes Santo y los viernes sin comer carne,
intercalados con nuestra disciplina personal, la Cuaresma es ahora el Unico tiempo en el que muchos catélicos ayunan
realmente. Y, por eso quizds, se le da tanta importancia, “¢A qué cosa renunciards en esta Cudaresma? ¢a los hot dogs? ¢a
la cerveza? ¢a los dulces?” Para algunos de nosotros esto es casi como un juego, pero el ayuno es una forma de penitencia
que nos ayuda a alejarnos del pecado y a acercarnos mds a Cristo.

Es un tiempo para disciplinarnos mejor. Los 40 dias de Cuaresma son también una buena ocasion, un tiempo fijo para
ocuparnos de nuestra disciplina personal en general. En vez de renunciar a algo, quizds pudiésemos hacer algo positivo.
Voy a hacer mds ejercicios. Voy a orar mds. Voy a portarme mejor con mi familia, mis amigos y mis compareros de
trabajo”.

Es dejar morir algo de nosotros. El lado mas serio de la disciplina durante la Cuaresma es que va mds alld del autocontrol—
es encontrar esos aspectos en uno mismo gue no estdn imitando a Cristo y dejarlos morir. El sufrimiento y la muerte de
Cristo es lo que mds ocupa nuestra mente durante la Cuaresma y nos unimos a este misterio sufriendo y muriendo con
Cristo y siendo resucitados de una manera purificada.

No hay que hacer mucho. Existe la tentacién de convertir la Cuaresma en un periodo ambicioso de reinvencion personal
pero lo mejor es 3ue sea un tiempo simple y enfocado. Hay una razén por qué la Iglesia trabaja en estos misterios ano tras
afo. Pasamos toda nuestra vida tratando de acercarnos mds a Dios. No trates de concentrar todo en una sola Cuaresma.
Esa es una receta para el fracaso.

La Cuaresma hos hace percatarnos de nuestras debilidades. Por supuesto, aunque nos fijemos metas sencillas para la
Cuaresma, aun asi, tenemos dificultad para cumplirlas. Cuando ayunamos nos damos cuenta que una comida es lo Gnico
que nos separa de pasar hambre. En ambos casos, la Cuaresma nos hace percatarnos de nuestra debilidad. Esto puede
ser doloroso, pero al reconocer lo indefensos que somos, hace que busquemos la ayuda de Dios con sinceridad y con
renovada urgencia.

Se paciente contigo mismo. Durante la Cuaresma, cuando hos enfrentamos a nuestras propias debilidades, la tentacion es
sentirnos molestos y frustrados. 'jQué mala persona soy!” Pero esa es una leccion errénea. Dios nos llama a ser pacientes y
avernos como &l nos ve, con un amor incondicional.

Tiende la mano caritativamente. Durante la Cuaresma, cuando experimentamos debilidad y sufrimiento, ese es el
momento de renovar nuestra compasion por aquellos que sufren, que tienen hambre o que pasan necesidades. La tercera
parte de la férmula para la Cuaresma es la caridad. No se trata de echar unos cuantos délares mds en la canasta de la
colectq; se trata de tender la mano a los demds vy, sin cuestionar, ayudarlos a manera de compartir la experiencia del
amor incondicional de Dios.

Aprende a amar como Cristo. Dando de nosotros mismos en medio de nuestro sufrimiento y abnegacion, nos acerca mds
a amar como Cristo, quien sufrié y se entregd incondicionalmente en la cruz por todos nosotros. La Cuaresma es un
caminar por el desierto para llegar al pie de la cruz en el Viernes Santo, cuando lo buscamos, imploramos su ayuda, nos
unimos a El en sufrimiento y aprendemos a amar como él.
