This Sunday our catechumens Oceanna and Claudia, and Briana,

once more. We will hear the Gospel story of Raising Lazarus from

the Dead. We are all invited to look deep in our hearts, confronting

our sinfulness, and dying to all those choices and idols in our lives that
separate us from God. The Lord is so close to us, but we do not believe in his
presence, that we are given life. Human wisdom says that death is the end,
that death has the final word. Jesus will prove death and darkness

wrong! Jesus raising Lazarus is an event of hope for us. May we truly repent,
apologizing for the ways we have hurt others and our world, and lavishing/
receiving the forgiveness of Christ upon those most in need of God’s mercy.

On Palm Sunday weekend, April 12 and 13, we will meet in the Gathering Space to hear
about how Jesus entered Jerusalem in triumph. Then we will bless palm branches—
branches carried by pilgrims. And like the children of Jerusalem, we walk and sing in
procession. The Gospel of Luke that we have been hearing ever since the beginning of
December has been moving us toward this journey to Jerusalem, this procession to the
supper table, the cross and the tomb.

No nacimos para el sepulcro sino para la vida Por Regnum Christi

Marta, Maria, Lazaro. Una familia feliz, una familia que habia descubierto a Cristo, que habia disfrutado de su
amistad. Una familia comun, con sus tensiones y con sus alegrias. Ahora que Cristo esta lejos, ocurre la
desgracia. Lazaro enferma. Envian a Jesus un aviso para que venga: Marta y Maria reconocen que el Sefor
puede hacer algo, que es posible el milagro. Jesus deja pasar el tiempo, y en Betania llega el momento triste de
la agonia. Lazaro se va. Han pasado ya cuatro dias desde que lo han enterrado en el sepulcro. ;Qué vieron
Marta y Maria en Jesus? ¢ Por qué le llamaron con pocas palabras? ;Por qué esperaron su venida? ;Qué
sintieron ante su silencio, su tardanza? La piedra cubre la sepultura, y las hermanas lloran, en casa, sin
comprender. La prueba de la fe puede dejar heridas muy profundas. Pero, quien cree, sabe que Dios puede
resucitar incluso a un muerto y sacarlo del sepulcro.

1. Del dolor a la esperanza

Jesus llega. A los ojos humanos parece que es demasiado tarde. La gente viene y va para consolar a la familia
del difunto. Marta sale corriendo a recibir al Sefor y no puede contener la queja de su corazon. Reza como es,
con sencillez, con humildad. Reza con su dolor y con sus lagrimas. Reza desde lo profundo de un corazén
necesitado de una gracia que no se atreve a pedir. Y recibe un don muy particular: su fe se hace mas fuerte, mas
profunda. Ahora cree mas en Cristo, en su salvacion, en su amor. Se trata de una fe purificada, una fe dificil: no
es facil volver a decir que si cuando la piedra ha cerrado las alegrias de la vida. Después llega Maria. La misma
queja, la misma pena, y la misma sinceridad. Jesus esta vez no ensefia nada. Va a actuar con los ojos puestos en
su Padre. El milagro sera la respuesta a la fe limpia y amorosa de dos mujeres que lloran la muerte de su
hermano. ;Cémo reaccionamos en la prueba? ;A quién acudimos? ;Hacia donde va nuestra oracion? Santa
Teresa del Nifio Jesus nos ensefia que “la oracion es un impulso del corazén, una sencilla mirada lanzada hacia
el cielo, un grito de reconocimiento y de amor tanto desde dentro de la prueba como desde dentro de la alegria’.
La esperanza se enciende cuando miramos mas alla de las estrellas y recordamos que Dios es omnipotente,

que “su misericordia es eterna”, que “su fidelidad dura por siempre”, como repiten tantos salmos. Incluso cuando
hemos recibido el zarpazo de la muerte: la vida y el bien son mas fuertes que el dolor, el fracaso y que cualquier
sepulcro.

2. De la esperanza a la alegria

Jesus se manifiesta como el Sefor de la vida y de la muerte, como el Sefior de la historia. De un modo intimo, a
sus amigos, a los que lo tocan en la oracion profunda y sincera, se manifiesta como el Amigo fiel. Jesus es capaz
de resucitar a un muerto, de dar la vista a un ciego, de perdonar los pecados. También nosotros podemos tocar
su corazon. Estamos llamados a la alegria inmensa de quien escucha: “Tus pecados estan perdonados”, o de
quien puede salir del sepulcro de su mediocridad ante la orden, llena de amor y de fuerza, de quien nos

grita: “jSal afuera!”. La resurreccion de Lazaro nos deja sorprendidos. Pudo haber curado a su amigo antes de
morir, pudo haber evitado ese momento de dolor en la familia de sus amigos. Sin embargo, el Padre queria otra
cosa. Jesus acepto el plan de Dios, y también tuvo que llorar. Las lagrimas, lo sabemos, se convertiran en gozo
(cf Jn 16,20). No nacimos para el sepulcro, sino para la vida. No estamos llamados a la tristeza, sino a la alegria
de la Pascua. ¢ Tenemos ya rostros de resucitados?

3. De la alegria a la fe

Lazaro esta fuera. Ha superado la frontera de la muerte. Ha salido del sepulcro. Algunos creen. Otros, misterio del
pecado, deciden no sélo matar a Jesus, sino también a Lazaro. La luz brilla en las tinieblas, pero sélo con libertad
podemos creer. El don de Dios puede convertirse en motivo de fe o en ocasion de tropiezo. Dios nos ama. Lo
saben Lazaro, Marta y Maria de un modo muy intimo, familiar. Lo sabemos nosotros, que recibimos hace mas o
menos tiempo el don del bautismo. Ahora nos toca caminar, paso a paso, hacia el dia del encuentro definitivo con
Cristo. Mientras, la vida nos tocara con sus alegrias y con sus dolores. Jesus parece que calla, que tarda en
llegar. Pero sabemos que no nos deja solos, que esta con nosotros hasta el fin del mundo. En el silencio de la
Eucaristia podemos escucharle, podemos amarle, podemos sentirle como Amigo, Padre y Hermano. Vemos y
sabemos que nos ama, y que nos llama a una vida nueva. Creer es facil si se ama. Creer es facil si recordamos
las maravillas de Dios en nuestras vidas. La gran fiesta de la Pascua es también para nosotros: Dios ha
resucitado a Jesus de entre los muertos, y nosotros creemos. Nuestra fe sera una luz en medio de la noche, una
antorcha en la oscuridad del mundo, grano de mostaza que va creciendo poco a poco y beneficia a tantos
hombres, fuerza e instrumento de todas las victorias frente al mundo, fe que alegra nuestra juventud e imprime a
nuestra vida un rumbo noble y ambicioso, una polarizacidn hacia lo absoluto, que nos permite rescatar hasta la
mas insignificante migaja de nuestra pobre vida para la eternidad inmarcesible.

Proposito: Analizar qué hay en mi vida que Cristo debe resucitar, quiza acercarme mas a la Eucaristia, quiza
confesarme, quiza ser mas caritativo con mi projimo, quiza algo que debo sanar en mi corazon.
