El Espiritu Santo sobre los apéstoles

En cierta ocasién se encontraba una maestra en clase de religion con sus alumnos de
tercero de primaria. Y les pregunta: - "Quién de ustedes me sabe decir quién es la Santisima
Trinidad?" Y uno de los nifios, el mds despierto, grita: - "jYo, maestra! La Santisima Trinidad son
el Padre, el Hijo jy... la Paloma!”

Para cudntos de nosotros el Espiritu Santo es precisamente eso:juna paloma! De esa forma descendid sobre Cristo el dia de su
bautismo en el Jorddn y asi se le ha representado muchas veces en el arte sagrado. Pero jel Espiritu Santo no es una palomal
¢Coémo se puede tener un trato humano, profundo y personal con un animalito irracional? La paloma es, a lo mucho, un bello
simbolo de la paz, y nada mds. Y, sin embargo, el Espiritu Santo es la tercera Persona de la Trinidad Santisima y Dios verdadero.

En la solemnidad de hoy celebramos la venida del Espiritu Santo sobre los apoéstoles el dia de Pentecostés. Pero en las lecturas de
la Misa de hoy nos volvemos a encontrar con la misma dificultad de antes: el problema del lenguaje. En el pasaje de los Hechos de
los Apéstoles se nos narra que el Espiritu Santo bajé del cielo "en forma de un viento impetuoso que soplaba’. jOtra imagen! Como
el viento que mandd Dios sobre el Mar Rojo para secarlo y hacer pasar a los israelitas por en medio del mar, liberédndolos de la
esclavitud del faraén y de Egipto (Ex 14, 21-31); o como ese viento que el mismo Dios hizo soplar sobre un montén de huesos dridos
para traerlos a la vida, segun nos refiere el profeta Ezequiel (Ez 37, 1-14). El mismo Cristo en el Evangelio de hoy usa también la
imagen del viento para hablarnos del Espiritu Santo: "JesUs sopld sobre ellos y les dijo: Reciban el Espiritu Santo”. La misma palabra
espiritu significa, etimolégicamente, viento: procede del latin, spiritus (del verbo spiro, es decir soplar). El vocablo hebreo, ruah,
tiene el mismo significado. Y la palabra latina que se usaba para decir alma era dnima, que a su vez viene del griego dnemos,
viento.

El libro del Génesis nos narra que, cuando Dios cred al hombre modeldndolo del barro, “le sopld en las narices y asi se convirtié en
un ser vivo" (Gén 2,7). Por eso también Cristo, como el Padre, sopla su Espiritu sobre sus apéstoles para transmitirles la vida. Sin el
aliento

vital nada existe. Asi como el cuerpo sin el alma es un caddver, el hombre sin el Espiritu Santo esté muerto y se corrompe. Por eso,
en la profesion de fe, decimos que “creemos en el Espiritu Santo, que es Sefior y Dador de vida®". ¢Y cémo nos comunica esa vida?
Cristo lo dice a continuacion: “a quienes les perdonen los pecados, les quedan perdonados...” Es la vida de la gracia santificante,
que producen los sacramentos: el bautismo, la confesién, la Eucaristia y los otros cuatro. El es el Espiritu Santificador, que da vida,
alienta todo y “anima” todo. Es esto lo que Cristo nos quiere significar con esta imagen del viento

.En la Sagrada Escritura se nos habla del Espiritu Santo a través de muchas otras imégenes, dada nuestra pobre inteligencia
humana, incapaz de abarcar y de penetrar en el misterio infinito de Dios. En la primera lectura misma que acabamos de referir, se
nos dice que descendié “como lenguas de fuego” que se posaban sobre cada uno de los discipulos.

La imagen del fuego es también riquisima a lo largo de toda la Biblia. Es el simbolo de la luz, del calor, de la energia césmica, de la
fuerza. El Espiritu Santo es todo eso: el fuego de la fe, del amor, de la fuerza y de la vida.

Pero, ademds de las mil representaciones, el Espiritu Santo es, sobre todo, DIOS. Es Persona divina, como el Padre y el Hijo. Es el
Dios-Amor en Persona, que une al Padre y al Hijo en la intimidad de su vida divina por el vinculo del amor, que es El mismo. Vive
dentro de nosotros, como el mismo Cristo nos asegurd: “Si alguno me ama, guardard mi palabra y mi Padre lo amarg, y
vendremos a hacer en él nuestra morada” (Jn 14,23).

Podemos decir que una persona que amamos Vvive dentro de nosotros por el amor. Y si esto es posible en el amor humano, con
mucha mayor razén lo es para Dios. El Espiritu Santo y la Trinidad Santisima viven dentro de nosotros por el amor, la fe, la vida de
gracia, los sacramentos y las virtudes cristianas. El "dulce Huésped del alma” es otro de sus nombres; y san Pablo nos recuerda:
"¢No saben que son templos de Dios y que el Espiritu Santo habita dentro de ustedes?” (I Cor 3,16).

"Ven, Espiritu Santo, llena los corazones de tus fieles y enciende en ellos el fuego de tu amor. Envia tu

Espiritu y seran creadas todas las cosas, y renovards la faz de la tierra. Amén”.
