¢Qué es la Transubstanciacion? Parte 3

Es un misterio altisimo, singular, superior a la
capacidad de toda inteligencia creada. {Es el

Misterio de la fe!

«La Presencia Real» -
Omnipotencia de Dios

El sacerdote ministerial predica la Palabra de Dios, presenta a Dios los dones de pan y vino, los inmola y los
ofrece al transubstanciarlos en el Cuerpo y la Sangre del Sefior, obrando en nombre y con el poder del
mismo Cristo, de modo tal que, por sobre él sélo esta el poder de Dios, como ensefia Santo Tomas de
Aquino: «El acto del sacerdote no depende de potestad alguna superior, sino de la divina», de tal modo, que
ni siquiera el Papa, tiene mayor poder que un simple sacerdote, para la consagracién del Cuerpo de Cristo:
«No tiene el Papa mayor poder que un simple sacerdote».

«Al mandar a los Apdstoles en la Ultima Cena: Haced esto en memoria mia (Lc 22,19; 1Cor 11,24.25), les
ordena reiterar el rito del Sacrificio eucaristico de mi Cuerpo que sera entregado y de mi Sangre que serd
derramada (Lc 22,19; 1Cor 11,24.25). Ensefia el Concilio de Trento que Jesucristo, en la Ultima Cena, al
ofrecer su Cuerpo y Sangre sacramentados: “a sus apdstoles, a quienes entonces constituia sacerdotes del
Nuevo Testamento, a ellos y a sus sucesores en el sacerdocio, les mandé ... que los ofrecieran”».

Y esto por el poder divino, ya que existe «en la misma transformacién, una seleccidn que indica penetracién
extraordinaria; dentro de una misma cosa material hay algo que cambia y algo que permanece inmutable;
ademas el cambio produce algo nuevo...». En la Divina Invocacién, como llamaban muchos Santos Padres a
la consagracion, se da:

1. Una seleccién: entre la substancia y los accidentes;

2. Una penetracidn extraordinaria: distinguir ambos elementos, para que desaparezca uno y permanezca el
otro;

3. Algo nuevo aparece: el Cuerpo entregado y la Sangre derramada de Cristo, bajo especie ajena, o sea,
sacramental.

Por esto, la conversion del pan y del vino en la Misa, implica dificultades mas grandes que respecto a la
creacion del mundo, como dice Santo Tomas de Aquino: «En esta conversion hay mas cosas dificiles que en
la creacidn, en la que sdlo es dificil hacer algo de la nada. Crear, sin embargo, es propio de la Causa Primera,
gue no presupone nada para su operacion. Pero en la conversién sacramental (de la Eucaristia) no sélo es
dificil que este todo (el pan y el vino) se transforme en este otro todo (el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo), de
modo que nada quede del anterior, cosa que no pertenece al modo corriente de producir, sino que también
gueden los accidentes desaparecida la substancia...».

Queridos hermanos y hermanas:

Crezcamos siempre en la fe y el amor a Nuestro Sefior presente en la Eucaristia. Estimemos por «justa y
conveniente» la palabra exacta que expresa la conversién del pan y del vino: iTransubstanciacion!, que
deberia sonar en nuestros oidos como musica celestial.

Y admiremos siempre el poder de Dios que alli se manifiesta, como lo hace el pueblo fiel que dice, con las
palabras del Apdstol Tomas, después de ocurrida la transustanciacion: jSefior mio y Dios mio! (Jn 20,28).
