é¢Como puedo explicar la transubstanciacion?

El otro dia intentaba explicar la doctrina eucaristica de la transubstanciacion a una
companiera de trabajo que no es catdlica. jMe temo que quedd mds confundida al final
de nuestra conversacion que al principio! ¢Cémo puedo explicar esta doctrina a quienes no son catélicos de forma
que puedan comprender?

R: Cuando los discipulos se sentaron con JesUs en la Ultima Cena, se preparaban para celebrar la pascua judia con
él. JesUs, sin embargo, tenia algo mds en mente.

“Mientras estaban comiendo, tomd JesUs pan y lo bendijo, lo partié y, ddndoselo a sus discipulos, dijo: ‘Tomad,
comed, este es mi cuerpo.’ Tomd luego una copa y, después de dar las gracias, se la pasd diciendo: ‘Bebed de ella
todos, porque esta es mi sangre de la Alianza, que es derramada por muchos para perdén de los pecados.” (Mateo
26,26-28)

Algo sucedi6 en esa Ultima comida que JesUs celebrd con sus discipulos. Algo que nunca antes habia ocurrido: Pan
y vino ordinarios se transformaron en el cuerpo y sangre de JesUs, la Segunda Persona de la Santisima Trinidad.
Estoy seguro de que los discipulos no comprendian del todo lo que acababa de ocurrir, ni lo que sucederia cada vez
que celebraran las “Ultimas Cenas” con los primeros cristianos.

Sin embargo, creian y tenian fe en las palabras del Sefior, a pesar de que no las comprendian del todo.

Para los catdlicos de hoy, las cosas no han cambiado mucho. Creemos que en cada Misa, el pany el vino se
convierten en JesUs — su cuerpo, sangre, alma y divinidad — aun cuando no podamos entender como es que esto
sucede. El milagro de la Eucaristia es un misterio, algo que la razén y la inteligencia humanas nunca pueden
comprender por completo.

No obstante, nuestra fe catdlica se puede razonar y ho podemos dejar este misterio como un misterio completo.
Debemos hacer lo mds que podamos padra que tenga sentido para nosotros, aun cuando no sead en su totalidad.
Por eso la transubstanciacion es un término tan importante qué entender al explicar a otros lo que creemos acerca
de la Eucaristia.

La transubstanciacién es un término escoldstico que intenta explicar cémo pan y vino se pueden transformar en
cuerpo y sangre del Sefor sin perder su apariencia externa. Aunque esta palabra se usd por primera vez en el siglo
X1 por Hildeberto de Lavardin, arzobispo de Tours, fue hasta el Concilio de Trento (1545-1563) que se convirti6 en
ensefianza oficial de la Iglesia.

El Concilio de Trento declaré: “Porque Cristo, nuestro Redentor, dijo que lo que ofrecia bajo la especie de pan era
verdaderamente su Cuerpo, se ha mantenido siempre en la Iglesia esta conviccion, que declara de nuevo el Santo
Concilio: por la consagracion del pan y del vino se opera la conversion de toda la substancia del pan en la
substancia del Cuerpo de Cristo nuestro Sefior y de toda la substancia del vino en la substancia de su Sangre; la
Iglesia catélica ha llamado justa y apropiadamente a este cambio transubstanciacion.” (CIC 1376)

A fin de comprender todo lo que esto significa, debemos entender los conceptos medievales de accidentes y
sustancia. Los accidentes son las partes fisicas o cualidades exteriores de algo (como los dedos, el cabello y los pies
de una persona). La sustancia es la cualidad invisible y eterna de algo (el ser humano).

Pensemos en la vida de una persona humana: Nuestras medidas exteriores estdin en cambio constante; todos nos
vemos muy distintos ahora que cuando nacimos. Lo que permanece sin cambios es quiénes somos en esencia: un
ser humano distinto.

En otras palabras, nuestros accidentes cambian, pero nuestra sustancia permanece igual.

En la Eucaristia, es justo lo contrario. En tanto que los accidentes del pan y del vino (sabor, textura, apariencia) no
cambian, la sustancia (la esencia de ser pan y vino) si. Todavia se ven, se sienten y saben como pan y vino, pero se
han convertido en verdad en JesUs. Esto es lo que la Iglesia Catélica entiende por transubstanciacion.

A fin de cuentas, la transubstanciacién es un término filoséfico que la Iglesia emplea para describir un milagro, el
misterio de la Eucaristia. Al igual que los apéstoles, tenemos fe en las palabras del Sefior, en que en realidad queria
decir lo que dijo. Pero también como los apéstoles, nunca lograremos entender por completo esas palabras.
