Es importante que celebremos bien la Navidad, pues es un

acontecimiento central de nuestra fe

La celebracion de un cumpleaios siempre es ocasion de alegria, de dar
gracias a Dios por las bendiciones recibidas, y celebrar con los seres
gueridos. En pocos dias celebraremos el nacimiento del Nifio JesuUs,
ocasién para tener estas mismas disposiciones y reunirnos en familia a festejar a quien es nuestro Reconciliador. Al
contemplar en el pesebre a Jesus, Maria y José, encontramos un modelo para toda familia: un pequefo santuario
donde se recibe y cobija a quien por amor se ha hecho Nifio pequefio, parar salvarnos.
